+ No merchandise, tents, or equipment may extend beyond the assigned booth space
* The event will be rain or shine

* Unless otherwise notified, vendors must supply their own tent and tent weights

+ The front table of the booth must be covered and skirted

+ All displays must be attractive and in good working order. Vendors are expected to
have a professional-looking booth

+ Vendors are responsible for staffing their booth the entire duration of the festival. Event
staff will not be able to assist with setups or operate booths

+ Vendors who will be taking payments need to have a sign that clearly identifies whether
you take cash only, credit cards, or both
